" In 1944 the school had an  extremely interesting lecture on “French Resistance” which was given by Mrs Langhorne. Herself a Frenchwoman who had escaped from Nazi persecution by means which could not be disclosed, she gave us a vivid description of the countryside of France and of the activities of the men of the Maquis.

School notes –  Although the winter was mild, a number of girls succumbed to the flu epidemic in November and almost half the school succeeded in missing the Christmas examinations.

The first part of the term progressed uneventfully, apart from the annual Dental Inspection during which small parties of girls, accompanied by members of the staff, made excursions to and from the Red Cross Room in Silver Street, whence they returned, pale but thankful, minus a tooth or plus a filling."
